HVSports was formed in October of 2003 as a 
“Legacy Project” to continue the success of the 
Housatonic Valley Tourism Commission in spon-
soring and promoting sporting events in and around 
the city. Today they came to speak to our club about 
the Nutmeg Games scheduled for 2008-2009. 

Dick acknowledged three major achievements of 
HVSports this past summer: 

·  Their 3rd annual 5K kids run 

·  An exhibition baseball game between Danbury 
Westerners and Russia’s national team 

·  The American Junior Golf Association Tourna-
ment at Richter Park with a carnival following 

After Dick had spoken about HVSports in general, 
Wayne spoke to us specifically about the 20th An-
nual Nutmeg Games.  

In eight to ten days between July 25th and August 
3rd, 2008, the Nutmeg Games will begin hosting as 
many as 8 -10,000 child athletes competing each 
day from 2:00 p.m. until 8:00 p.m. There will be 
23 Olympic competitions that will include 564 
team games and numerous individual competitions. 

When Bridgeport hosted the Games, they had 
27,000 in total attendance over the duration of the 
Games. We may get up to 40,000 attendees. 

WestConn will serve as the Olympic Village to 
host the athletes who will come and go throughout 
the 10 days, as their events are started and com-
pleted. Danbury teens will also sponsor guest ath-
letes. 

Our city has three artificial turf fields that will be 
used for the Games, as will the Danbury Ice Arena. 

It is expected that 169 Connecticut towns and cities 
will send athletes. The HVSports expects Danbury 
to realize $1.3 million in direct spending with a 
$3.2 million total economic impact on the city. 

Wayne asked us Lions to consider being volunteers 
to act as Greeters and Scorekeepers throughout the 
course of the Games. 

On Friday, July 25th, 2008, Main Street will be 
closed to allow for sprint races followed by a festi-
val on the Green with the official Opening Cere-
mony to follow that evening. 

The Closing Ceremony will be held at the end of 
the last day of competition. 

Lion Rick Gottschalk will be the official photogra-
pher of for the Olympic Games.
