EYEGLASS RECYCLING  

Lions Clubs International will continue its computer-
ized distribution system to facilitate eyeglass recycling 
of eyeglasses collected by Lions.  A computer data-
base will keep track of the inventory and of the re-
quests from organizations and doctors in the develop-
ing nations.  Volunteers at the centers will sort, clean, 
package and ship the glasses according to requests.

The change was made because many of the manag-
ers of the LensCrafters outlets were tossing the 
glasses rather than sending them to the recycling cen-
ters.  The eyeglasses collected and sorted by the New 
Jersey Center are the ones that PDG John Gagain 
and his team of CT Lions, Doctors and Technicians 
distribute in the Dominican Republic.  During their last 
visit 20,000 Dominicans were seen, 16,000 pairs of 
eyeglasses were distributed and over 300 cataract 
surgeries were performed in the few days that they 
were there. 

IPDG Gagain has requested that we divert all of our 
eyeglass recycling to the New Jersey Center.
