Connecticut Lions, Organization

The Cabinet Secretary-Treasurer is the District Gov-
ernor’'s administrative assistant within the District, and
a voting member of the Cabinet. As such, has re-
sponsibility for maintaining a complete record of all
District meetings as well as all records of the Lions
Clubs as transmitted to Lions Clubs International. Ad-
ditionally, has responsibility for collection of the District
dues and payments of all bills pertaining to District
operations. The Cabinet Secretary-Treasurer also
prepares the District directory and assists the District
Governor with correspondence and scheduling of offi-
cial visits to the Lions Clubs of the District.

Region Chairman

The Region Chairman, subject to the supervision and
direction of the District Governor, is the chief adminis-
trative officer in a specific region.

The Region Chairman is a voting member of the Dis-
trict Governor's Cabinet and is appointed by the Dis-
trict Governor. A Region Chairman’s specific duties
include supervising the activities of the Zone Chairmen
in a specific region, assisting the District Governor and
the District Cabinet to further their goals, programs,
and objectives, actively participating in the organiza-
tion of new Clubs and supporting the Clubs within a
specific region wherever necessary to improve and
strengthen their service to their communities and the
Association. The Region Chairman is a member of
the Multiple District Membership and Extension Com-
mittee.

Zone Chairman

The Zone Chairman, subject to the supervision and
direction of the District Governor and/or Region
Chairman, is the chief administrative officer in a spe-
cific Zone. A Zone Chairman is appointed by the Dis-
trict Governor and is a voting member of the Cabinet.

The Zone Chairman’s primary responsibility is to aid
and assist the development of Lionism within each
Zone by working closely with the President, Secretary
and Treasurer of each Club within the Zone. Each
Zone Chairman is required to conduct three Zone Ad-
visory meetings during the fiscal year which are to be
attended by the President and Secretary of each Club
in the Zone. The first of these meetings is held in Sep-
tember to formulate plans for the year. The second
should be held in November and the third during
March/April.

The purpose of these meetings is to discuss and de-
velop with the Club President and Secretaries, the
yearly goals for each Club and to assist with problem
areas. Full and open discussion is encouraged at
these meetings and in many cases; Cabinet Chairmen
are invited to discuss specific District Programs need-
ing special attention.
